Multikulturni centrum Praha bylo zalozeno skupinou mladych Cechil, ktefi povazovali
za dulezité zvySovat povédomi o kulturdch riznych narodnostnich mensin a skupin
cizincii. Organizace byla zaloZena v roce 1999 v reakci na kulturni klima té doby,

kdy nasilnosti viiéi Romiim a dal$im mensinam nebyly v Ceské republice vyjimegné.
Zakladatelé organizace se proto domnivali, Ze ¢eska spole¢nost na souziti v kulturné
riiznorodém prostredi neni pfipravena.

To, Ze ¢eska spolecnost nebyla zvykla na multikulturni souziti, ma
své koteny v historii. Uddlosti dvacatého stoleti rozprasily multikulturni mozaiku
slozenou z Cechii, Némci, Zid( a dalSich, ktera byla charakteristicka pro ¢eské
zemé az do zacatku druhé svétové valky. Po obdobi nasilnych odsunti a etnickych
¢istek prisel komunisticky rezim, ktery prosazoval uniformni zpisob Zivota a omezil
moznosti mezikulturni vymény. Toto obdobi skoncilo az s revoluci v roce 1989
a v devadesatych letech nasledovalo obdobi, kdy nové nabyta svoboda s sebou
pfinesla i znovuobjevenou tictu k multietnické minulosti. Bohuzel vSak tato doba
s sebou pfinesla téz nariist otevienych projevii xenofobie a nacionalismu.

Prévé v tomto klimatu mélo Multikulturni centrum Praha fungovat jako
propagdtor tolerance a interkulturniho dialogu. Narozdil od mnoha podobnych
organizaci, které se rozhodly své usili vénovat specifickym skupinam, jako napfiklad
Romiim ¢i uprchlikiim, nade organizace povaZovala za svou roli informovani
a vzdélavani pislusniki vétSinové spolecnosti. Diky tomuto poslani si nase organi-
zace brzy nasla misto mezi dal$imi organizacemi zabyvajicimi se otazkami rasismu,
pravy mensin ¢i migraci.

Multikulturni centrum Praha se vénuje Siroké skale ¢innosti, jako jsou
semindfe, kurzy, dilny, promitani filma, vystavy, vefejné debaty a v neposledni fadé
vyzkum. Provozuje vefejnou knihovnu a nékolik internetovych informaénich portala.

Uspéch organizace a profesionalizaci jeji prace Ize dolozit zvy$ujicim se po¢tem

projekti a pracovnikii a také tim, Ze si miize dovolit se specializovat na konkrétni
témata, jakymi jsou naptiklad pracovni migrace ¢i situace nelegélnich migrantii.
Nékteré nase projekty navic kombinuji kvalitni vyzkum s uméleckym projevem.

Nejenze se béhem let zvétsila paleta nasich aktivit a zvysil pocet cilovych
skupin, kterym jsou uréeny nase projekty, ale také se znaéné& zménila situace v Ceské
republice. Pfedevsim se nase zemé stala velice atraktivni pro pracovni migranty.
Dokazat spravné identifikovat pozitiva a negativa tohoto vyvoje je jednim z tkolt
nasi organizace. Neni pochyb, Ze si ¢eska spole¢nost tispésné zvykd na pfitomnost
migranti a je k nim tolerantnéjsi. Nasilnosti viiéi pFislusnikim mensin jsou mno-
hem vzacnéjsi nez v devadesatych letech a na rozdil od mnohych stati Evropy mame
to Stésti, Ze Zadna z nasich parlamentnich stran nebyla zvolena na zakladé protipfi-
stéhovalecké rétoriky. Zcela prekvapivé nebyla migrace donedavna viibec politickym
tématem zZadné z hlavnich politickych stran.

Z4dné zpravy, dobré zpravy? Bohuzel nikoli. Zatimco jsme poté$eni tim,
Ze se z nasi zemé stava barevnéjsi a kulturné pestiejsi prostredi, znepokojuje nas
zpusob, jimz je pracovni migrace v Ceské republice organizovana. P¥ipady ekono-
mického vykofistovani a porusovani lidskych prav cizincii jsou bohuzel velmi ¢asté.
Céstecné je Ize vysvétlit roli zprostredkovatelskych agentur, které nabizeji migrantiim
»pomoc* s vyfizenim potfebnych dokumentii a zajisténim pracovniho mista. | pre-
sto, ze média o pfipadech vykofistovéni informuji, stit nevyviji dostate¢nou snahu,
aby se jim predchazelo. Dilezitym tématem je pro nas sledovani situace v mistech,
v nichz je nérust populace cizinci markantni. Mistni samospravy nejsou pfipraveny
se vyporadavat s problémy, které vychazeji z narustajiciho pnuti mezi domacimi
a nové prichozimi obyvateli, a nemaji Zddnou ucinnou koncepci integrace cizincii.

S témito problémy se bude muset vypoFadavat jak Cesk4 republika, tak
nase organizace, pro niz se staly stéZejnimi prioritami. V budoucich letech se proto
budeme soustredit predev§im na problematiku pracovni migrace a integrace cizincti
na lokalni trovni. K praci s témito tématy budou pfispivat vSechny dosavadni aktivity
Multikulturniho centra Praha, jako jsou interkulturni dilny pro skoly a knihovny,
kazdoroéni festival Dialog kultur a celostdtni Kampar proti rasismu, nagim novym
zajmem pak v této souvislosti bude vztah mezi ¢eskou migracni politikou a rozvojem
v zemich, odkud k ndm migranti pfichazeji.

Réadi bychom na tomto misté podékovali vSem, ktefi nam pomabhali v roce

nemohly dosahnout takové kvality a vSechny nase donory a sponzory, bez nichz by
vétsina nasich aktivit nikdy nespattila svétlo svéta.
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MULTICULTURAL CENTER PRAGUE IN 2007

The Multicultural Center Prague was founded by a group of young Czechs who felt
the need to promote knowledge about the culture of minorities and migrants.

The founding of the organisation in 1999 was a reaction to the cultural climate

of that time. In view of violent acts against the Roma and other minorities, the
founders of the Multicultural Center Prague believed that Czech society was not fully
prepared to live in a culturally diverse society harmoniously.

The reasons for this lack of familiarity with other cultures are quite
obvious. The 20th century saw the destruction of the intercultural puzzle of Czechs,
Germans and Jews. This multitude of cultures characterised life in the Czech Lands
until the onset of World War 11. Following the violent period of deportations and
ethnic cleansings, Czechs found themselves under the rule of a communist regime
that promoted a uniform way of life and limited the possibilities for international
exchange. The revolution of 1989 brought an end to this period of cultural uniformity.
What followed during the 1990s was a period where new-gained freedoms led to an
ethnic revival and a reappraisal of the country’s multiethnic past. However, the years
after 1990 also saw a rise in open xenophobia, nationalism and ethnic conflict.

In view of such a climate, the new-found Multicultural Center Prague was
meant to be a platform for tolerance and intercultural dialogue. In difference to
a number of its partner organisations, which were founded around the same time with
the aim of supporting specific groups, such as the Roma or refugees, our organisation
always had as its main objective to inform and educate members of the majority po-
pulation. Thanks to this specific mission, the organisation soon found its place among
the organisations dealing with issues such as racism, minority rights and migration.

The Multicultural Center Prague has a wide range of activities, such as
workshops, trainings, film screenings, exhibitions, public debates, and research. It
also runs a public library and several web-based information portals. The organisa-
tion’s success and professional work can be seen in a growing number of projects,
staff, and specialisation on particular aspects of the multicultural agenda, such as
labour migration, or the situation of illegal migrants. In addition to this there are also
projects that combine social research with artistic means of expression.

Over time, not only has the range of activities and target groups grown,
but there have also been great changes in the multicultural reality of the Czech
Republic. Most importantly, the country has turned into an attractive destination for
labour migrants. To assess the pros and cons of this development fairly is also one of
the challenges which our organization faces. On the one hand, there can be no doubt
that Czech society has become more tolerant towards migrants. Violent acts against
minorities are much rarer than in the 1990s, and, unlike many other European

countries, we are in the fortunate situation

Quite

strikingly, in view of the rapidly increasing

numbers, migration has until recently been

almost a non-topic, which did not seem to

concern any of the major political parties.
No news, good news? Unfortuna-

tely this is not the case. While we believe

it to be a good thing that our country is

the way labour migration in the Czech Republic is organized. Cases of economic
exploitation and violations of migrants * human rights are widespread. This can
partly be explained by the role of intermediaries, who offer migrants the chance to
“organize” the required documents and a workplace with a Czech employer. While
there has been a lot of talk and media coverage of this, the state does not seem willing
to tackle the problem forcefully. Another important issue is the monitoring of the
situation in places that experience a rapid rise in the number of foreign residents.
While there is news on increasing tensions between old residents and immigrants,
most local governments are not prepared for this situation and lack a strategy on
how to make the process of local integration easier.

These issues which are challenges for the Czech society are also challen-
ges for our organisation and make us focus on new topics and priorities. In the years
to come, the activities of the Multicultural Center Prague will focus in particular on
labour migration and local integration. These are wide enough topics to incorporate
many of the activities that our organisation has been carrying out over the last few
years, such as intercultural programmes for schools and libraries, the annual festival
Dialogue of Cultures, and the country-wide Campaign Against Racism. They also
give us the chance to focus on new topics, such as the relationship between labour
migration and development in the countries of origin.

We want to thank everyone who helped us with our work in 2007.

RESOURCE CENTRE AND LIBRARY

The Multicultural Center’s resource centre and library offer scholars and the general
public a wide range of sources and information about cultural, linguistic, ethnic
and religious diversity and about cohabitation of different cultures in the Czech
Republic and elsewhere.

The library assembles most recent texts, audiovisual media and periodi-
cals concerning several thematic categories ranging from religion and mythology to
national identities, minorities’ rights, migration and refugees, anthropology, ethno-
graphy, or intercultural education, diversity management and multicultural fiction.

Texts are most commonly in the Czech or English language; however
German, Spanish, Slovak or Roma texts are also available. Currently there are over
2400 books, 124 audiovisual items and 53 different periodicals on offer in the library.
All titles can be accessed via our on-line catalogue on our website www.mke.cz.

The library also offers research services and the access to the Czech
press database Newton Media and the international database EBSCO. Older
articles concerning migration and refugees, ethnic minorities, discrimination
and others are available on CD-ROM.

At the end of every month, the library also provides multicultural litera-
ture acquisition service — a newsletter informing all interested librarians about new
titles of multicultural literature available on the Czech market. At the beginning
of 2007 this newsletter’s graphic design and content were upgraded.

Once a week our [multikulti] mailing list updates its readers about
interesting multicultural events, relevant articles, grants, vacancies etc. of the
Multicultural Center Prague and other affiliated organisations.

In 2007 as part of the Campaign in Support of Equal Opportunities for
All in the Czech Republic, original texts dedicated to the topic of discrimination
were distributed into more than 300 public and university libraries and more than
30 non-profit organizations in the Czech Republic.

Projects of multicultural education have always been a priority for our organization.
Educational activities are intended for various age groups and professions.

Younger children enjoy especially our
which take place right at their schools. Through play, riddles, songs and stories
children learn about traditions and cultures of different ethnic minorities. In 2007,
the Open School (see more below) project gave us the opportunity to create
comprehensive methodology for teachers which enable them to design their own
intercultural activities for pupils in their class.

The Multicultural Center Prague also contributed to the methodology
created within the project, which was realized by Erudis
in cooperation with five other non-profit organizations. Its goal was to promote
IT literacy among children from elementary schools who have a limited access
to computers and the internet, and to promote e-learning.

Another important target group of the Center’s educational activities
in 2007 were employees in public administration.

and this time it included a new target group — university students of socio-legal
degrees. A number of seminars were carried out in different regions of the Czech
Republic. New topics were added to the publication from 2006.

(continues till August 2008) supports integration of ethnic minorities
to foreigners into Czech society and raises the awareness of minorities and
supports intercultural skills among members of the majority society. A comprehen-
sive educational programme was designed and implemented in cooperation with
the Jan Amos Komensky University, two elementary schools and civic association
Hewer. In 2007 the project’s effort was directed to identification of educational
needs for teachers in the realm of multicultural education, goals of trainings were
identified and realization methods were optimised. In cooperation with an expert
group, a team of trainers was established, first methodological materials were

created and an optimal time-frame for the workshops was identified. At the end
of the year, first courses for teachers and first workshops for elementary school
pupils were carried out. 261 pupils, 103 teachers and 32 students of pedagogy took
part in the project in 2007. The project was financed by the European Social Funds,
Czech national budget and the City of Prague budget through the JPD3 programme.
For employees and management of private companies who come to
contact with the intercultural environment, MKC Prague has prepared an educational
programme . The programme provides information on
culture-based values and stereotypes in various parts of the world, participants
develop their ability to cooperate and communicate with people of different
cultural background and to understand and tolerate their potentially different
approach. Diversity Management enhances basic intercultural competences
of employees and companies’ ability to adapt to different cultural environments.

The European Union declared the year 2007 as the European Year
of Equal Opportunities for All. In this connection, the Multicultural Center Prague

CTGIRINAI CAMPAIGN IN SUPPORT OF EQUAL OPPORTUNITIES FOR ALL
IR I XA WIL:IRI. Its goal was to draw attention to the constant need

for fighting against all forms of discrimination and for promotion of equal rights
and opportunities for all people. The campaign was realized by the Multicultural
Center Prague in cooperation with the Counselling Centre for Citizenship, Civil and
Human Rights. Public debates organized as part of this campaign were concerned
with the following topics: media representation of refugees, foreigners and ethnic
and religious minorities in the Czech Republic; prejudices and stereotypes rooted
in Czech society and their possible influence on discriminatory behaviour; the
causes of discrimination and the relevant legislation; extremism; discrimination
on the grounds of sexual orientation, age or disability; and last but not least the
antidiscrimination law. A photographic competition, Discrimination and documen-
tary photography, which sought to award the best photographic cycle interpreting
the theme of diversity and discrimination in Czech society was opened. It was
evaluated in early June and Jifi Dolezel’s cycle ,Kandrac¢ovi“ was chosen as the
winner by our expert committee. The photographer got a financial prize enabling
him to finish his photographic cycle, which will be presented at the 2008 Dialogue
of Cultures festival.

A number of public events took place during March as part of our
information campaign against racism called The Orange Ribbon and as part of our
festival Dialogue of Cultures, which takes place every autumn.

took place on 2
March in Prague, Brno, Ostrava, Olomouc, Usti nad Labem, Liberec and Strakonice
marking thus the International Day for the Elimination of Racial Discrimination. Its
goal was to draw public attention to different ways of discriminatory behaviour and
its victims in the Czech Republic. The campaign was carried out by the Multicultu-
ral Center Prague in cooperation with a coalition of fourteen organizations from the
whole of the Czech Republic. Eleven schools from the above mentioned towns got

also involved. More than 300 volunteers gave out in the streets to passers-by over
40 000 leaflets and orange ribbons which symbolise refusal of all forms of racial
discrimination. In Prague, the campaign was crowned by the Concert against Ra-
cism under the auspices of MP Katefina Jacques and the Public Defender of Rights,
Otakar Motejl.

The fourth year of our festivalwas linked to 56
the theme of discrimination on the grounds of sex, race, ethnic origin, religion or
faith, age, physical disability or sexual orientation. The Dialogue of Cultures Festi-
val 2007 — Carnival of Diversity consisted of a multicultural afternoon for children,
literary readings, documentary film screenings — the last in cooperation with the
organization People in Need. The already traditional “soup competition” was a fit
climax to the festival. As in the previous years, the Lucerna passage was filled with
wonderful smells of traditional cuisines from Rumania, Bulgaria, Russia, Ukraine,
Lebanon, Slovakia and Benin. The competition was accompanied by a number of
musical and dance performances and was concluded by a concert of The Tap Tap
and Ha Chucpa groups.

AT T VAN NATN IR (oW NI M project is realized within the

European Year of Workers’ Mobility. The project’s core was the exhibition “Work

Is Elsewhere” which started to be prepared already in 2006 by a team of 32 young Guinea
photographers and researchers. The exhibition was shown at several venues,
always in easily accessible and visible public spaces, chosen so that the exhibition
would merge organically into spaces of everyday travels and activities. It was
installed in Prague at the main train station (November-December 2006), in Berlin
in the underground station Alexanderplatz (March 2007), in Leipzig, Ostrava
(June-July 2007) and in Bruneck (September 2006). The exhibition could be seen
afterwards on a smaller scale in Job Centres and Eurocentres in Pilsen, Ceské
Budé&jovice, Hradec Krélové and Ostrava. In the autumn of 2007, the exhibition was
presented within the project in Eastern and Central
Slovakia — regions from which most migrants to the Czech Republic originate. The
first installation was placed in Liptovsky Mikulds’s House of Photography where
the exhibition could be seen during September and October 2007 as part of an
international conference on photography. The second venue was in Ko3ice, where
the Multicultural Center Prague also co-organized a two-day seminar on migration Sierra Leone

and social inclusion.
